RE: Recommendation to move the position of Inspector of Weights and Measures

While in the process of reviewing the description for the position of Inspector of Weights and
Measures, following the announcement of the incumbent’s intention to retire in the coming months, I
conducted a community review of the appropriate location for this position and its duties.

In Newton, over the last fifteen years, this position has been in both the Inspectional Services
Department (ISD) and in the Health and Human Services Department (HHS). Additionally, I have
been advised that at one time this position also was an independent one-person department.

In my experience, this position is located in various departments within Massachusetts municipal
governments. For example, our neighbors in Needham, Brookline, Waltham, Watertown and

" Wellesley all use a mixture of Building Inspection, Health, Public Works, and Public Safety
departments to locate the traditional Sealer of Weights and Measures, with the most common
department being the Buildings Department (which is equivalent to our ISD).

In addition to examining the position description, duties and municipal practices, I also received
feedback from the Commissioners HHS and ISD regarding the appropriate location for the work of
this position. The HHS Department’s core mission and duties are related to the public health and
wellbeing of our community. While the existing ordinances indicate a reference to weights and
measures (Article II, Section 12-18(e)), the position’s duties are generally unrelated to this core
mission and more related in scope to the inspection and enforcement of non-public health regulations
and the work of the Inspectional Services Department. With the HHS department strongly focused
on public health (and currently the COVID-19 pandemic), and with a new person coming on board,
this is the appropriate time to move this position to a more appropriate location. Both
Commissioners agree that this position is best suited for incorporation into the ISD.

In anticipation of posting this position in the coming weeks, I therefore recommend requesting
approval from the City Council to transfer the funding for the Inspector of Weights and Measures
position to ISD. Our hope is to have a candidate selected in time for a brief overlap with the
incumbent before he officially retires.
